Admission in first year B. Tech courses is done through the counseling process conducted by West Bengal 

Joint Entrance Examination Board (WBJEEB). A candidate needs to secure a rank in either WBJEE or AIEEE 

to attain counseling conducted by WBJEEB. 

Statutory reservations for admission in all programs as per Govt. norms; 22%, 6% and 3% seats are 

reserved for SC, ST and Physically Challenged (PC) candidates. 

Admission in second year B. Tech courses is done through Lateral entry scheme. Candidate should have 

Diploma in Engineering / Technology with minimum 60% marks from any Polytechnic Institute recognized 

by AICTE.
